SPEAKING OF SAVINGS
 
When I was first named pastor (well, administrator) of St. Sebastian Parish and Fr. Pfeiffer was here, the parish had to write a check each year, for $11,000 per priest to go into the priest pension fund. This is separate from the diocesan pension fund and it was a large commitment. Then we had the Rooted in Faith Campaign, some of the funds of which went toward more fully funding the pension fund which in turn helped to reduce the annual parish liability.  Currently we are in the Heart of a Shepherd Campaign (which you will be hearing more about) and if successful, it will fund the priest pensions to such a degree that the parish will only have to issue a check for $1,000 per year, per priest for the pension fund. That means if there are two priests in residence at St. Sebastian Parish, $20,000 remains at the parish every year! Now that is good news!
 
NEW SEMINARIAN!
 
I just received an email that Mr. Joshua Bliss, who was brought into the Church a couple of years ago at St. Sebastian Parish, has just been excepted to the seminary for the Institute of Christ the King! Congratulations Joshua! Please keep him, our seminarians and those contemplating the religious life in your prayers.
 
ORDINATION!

RETURNING TO NORMAL?
 
Recently Bishop Malesic was visiting and we were talking about the process of parishes returning to normal worship and it seems he envisions that day coming. One of the many hurdles that needs to be tackled before the obligation to return to Mass is reinstated is that the requirement for social distancing would need to be abrogated. “If I am going to reinstate the obligation to attend Mass,” he said, “then if people show up, we have to take them in no matter how many people are already there.” 

As a “first stab” in preparing the diocese to return to a more normal state, the diocese put together this short video. It may not appear to say much, but like trying to turn an ocean liner, the process in executing the turn is cumbersome and lengthy. It may not seem like much at first, but like buds on a tree, it is the beginning of the first signs! To see the video, go here:
